 be working at Examination Grade 5 or above, although all examination results will be considered. 

 be prepared to audition on at least one Instrument, with a performance piece which demonstrates their 

instrumental skill level,  and will be expected to do sight reading and aural tests. 

 any orchestral instrument, keyboard or voice may be offered. 

 Be prepared to be committed and passionate about developing their musical skill with the school music 

ensembles. 
 

Art Scholars are required  

 to be achieving a predicted A or A* in the subject at GCSE, and to show their skill by presentation of a 

recent sketch book. 

 to be passionate about the subject  

 to have a knowledge and understanding of contemporary art and artists and be a regular visitor to

All students being considered for a scholarship award will be invited for a short interview with Mrs Viles, 

Head, and Mrs Embury, Head of Sixth Form during week beginning 16th  January 2012. 

All Scholarships will be part fees and will be awarded at the discretion of the Head on advice from relevant 

staff.  
 

Those students awarded a specialist scholarship will be expected to play a full part in the life of that 

department within the school and to participate in all general school activities including occasionally out of 

school time. 
 

A Scholarship will normally be held for the duration of a  student’s career at Highclare School and award holders will 

be expected to complete Sixth Form education at the School.   Award holders will be interviewed by the Head of 

Department annually and the continuity of the award is subject to sustained satisfactory performance.  The School 

reserves the right to reduce or terminate the award on giving a term’s notice.
