· Mobile Phones - Pupils should only bring a mobile phone into school if absolutely necessary.    If brought into school, the phones will be collected during morning registration by form teachers and locked in a secure place until the end of the school day.  They must not be used during the day and if they are seen or used, a Head’s Detention will be given.
· Money - It is requested that parents do not allow pupils to bring anything more than a small amount of money into school.   If a larger amount of money must be brought into school for a specific reason, this can be handed to the office for safe-keeping.   
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
