3. Appearance - High standards of appearance and conduct are required at all times.
a. Watches - If watches are worn, please make them suitable for school use in muted colours.
No smart watches allowed.
b. Jewellery — no jewellery, apart from one small pair of plain gold/silver ear studs, are allowed
which must be covered by swimming hats for swimming or taped over with micropore tape
for PE

c. Hair — Hair must be clean, tidy, and a natural colour. Hair ties should be small and plain.
Shaven heads or hair cut so that the head or parts of it appear to be shaven are not allowed.
(e.g: no tramlines and Mohican styles).
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
